Helping First-Time Homebuyers

Qualified first-time homebuyers can 
get a leg up with down payments 

through Tamarac’s Down Payment 
Assistance Program. 

Funds are limited for this program, 
which is specifically for first-time buyers 
purchasing homes that will be used 
as their primary residence. They must 
meet eligibility requirements, including 
income limits. The maximum award is 
$40,000, and funds may be used to assist 
with closing costs and to lower the first 
mortgage loan amount.  
Recipients will be randomly selected after 
Open Enrollment by a lottery system.   
Once approved, eligible applicants will 
be given 45 days to secure a contract 
on a home.  Applicants must be able to 
qualify for a first mortgage from a lender.
Applications will be available online 
and through the City’s Community 

Development department during Open 
Enrollment, which starts on March 26th.
